My knowledge regarding children's book publishing is very 
limited.  I know it is very competitive and publishing houses are inundated with 
unsolicited manuscript weekly (it seems that everyone believes that they have a 
children's  book in them).  With that said, my best advice is to look at a  book 
http://www.literarymarketplace.com/lmp/us/index_us.asp) called the Literary 
Marketplace.  This is considered an industry bible and lists publishers (by genre, name, 
etc.), agents, illustrators, etc.  It is a good source of the information that you need to 
move forward.  I also have been told that  many houses will not look at a project unless 
submitted by an agent (however, you might have better luck with some of the smaller 
houses). 

I wish you the best of luck and keep up the good work.  It sounds like an amazing 
project.
